Eventually, all of this angst 
drove me to a worship service at Calvary, desperate and 
needy.  I can still remember the first words of the sermon 
that day: “So what are you doing with your life?”  That was 
the moment that God changed my heart, and Amanda 
wasn’t far behind.  Our lives were never going to be the 
same again.

God led me to resign from my lending job and to get 
involved in church ministry.  I had begun listening to Dave 
Ramsey on the radio, so it felt natural to scurry over to 
the other end of the financial spectrum and coordinate 
Financial Peace University at Calvary.  What a privilege 
it was to join other families in this life-changing course, 
learning how to save, give and live like never before!  
When God gets ahold of someone’s heart (and wallet), 
there is simply no limit to what He can do in their life.
